e All visitors to the school (including Parents/Carers) are to wear masks and remain in
the foyer area.

e All pupils must wear masks in communal areas - hall/corridors/stairs and when
mixing in “Bubbles” outside. Refusal/Failure to do so will result in a sanction in line
with the school’s Behaviour Policy.

e The school has a very limited stock of single use masks and it is proving expensive to
replenish this stock. This situation cannot be sustained. Please remind your child
each day to ensure they carry and look after their own mask in school.

e Anyitems brought into school for your child (e.g. medication, a forgotten P.E.
Kit/packed lunch and mask) must be clearly labelled and inside a polythene bag.

e |tisimperative that all contact details are correct and up to date. Changes to
Telephone numbers/addresses must be given to the school as soon as possible.

e Please ensure that you have signed the Home School Agreement on class charts.
This is critical for the consent for your child in a range of activities
